Toussaint L’Ouverture was the general, president, and leader of Haiti during the Haitian revolution, the only successful revolution of
enslaved people in history. L’Ouverture successfully kicked out French, English, and Spanish forces from his island to declare a free
Black republic. Born an enslaved man himself on May 20, 1743, he rose through incredible strife to win freedom for an entire nation.
Interestingly enough, America was one of the last nations to accept Haiti as an independent nation in 1804 because slavery was still
legal practice in the US. Toussaint L'Ouverture is now known as "the Father of Haiti."
